Monthly Recognition

At the end of each month, teachers select one student that has demonstrated an area of
growth either academically or behaviorally. Students receive a certificate and will be
photographed with the principal. The photographs will be displayed in the main office.

Each class at the Primary, Intermediate and Upper grades with the best attendance percentage
will earn the right to display the attendance trophy throughout the month.

Attendance Incentives will also be implemented during the months that we have traditionally
low attendance to encourage self-monitoring of weekly attendance including Ice Cream Social
(May), A Popcorn Party (February) and Fun days (April).
